Lesson plan Rationale or Understanding Goal: (2-3 sentences)
Students will gain a better understanding of what a slave experienced during their life in slavery.

Students will discuss what a slave is and what type of life they lived. Discuss the life of one particular slave, Harriet Tubman, who was a slave and returned to risk her life for others.  If you could become free, would you stay free or go back?
Background Information for Activity:

This is an introductory activity.
Objectives:

Students will analyze and describe a set of photographs depicting life of a slave.
Students will compare and contrast life as a slave and a master.

Students will complete a graphic organizer, related to the photographs.

Purpose of Library of Congress Resource:

· Library items give students the opportunity to closely examine the life that a slave endured.

Methods:
Modeling Activity:
1. Engage students to brainstorm what they think of when they hear the word SLAVE

2. Record their thoughts.
3. Show LOC photographs of slaves depicting their life.
4. Discuss the feelings, living conditions, and respect shown in the photos.
5. Record what questions they have about the photographs.

6. Explain the photographs to the students by giving them the bibliographic information.
7. Complete a Graphic Organizer detailing the photographs.
Student Activity:

1. Students will discuss as a whole the life of a slave.
2. Discuss aloud as a whole group the first picture(auction house) and fill in the graphic organizer.

3. In small groups of 3-4 students, allow students 10-15 minutes to discuss the photograph and complete the first three columns of the “Work” graphic organizer. 
4. Regroup and hold a whole class discussion on their findings. What did they see? What conclusions did they draw? What questions do they have? 
5. Students will write a one page paper discussing their feelings about slavery.  Would you risk your life to help others escape?

Formal Assessment:

·  At the end of the unit, students will complete the final column of the “Work” brainstorm chart.
Extension Activity:  


This activity will lead us into the study of Harriet Tubman.  We will take a deeper look into the life, struggles, and achievements of this famous American.  Students will read an exerpt on Harriet Tubman in Tales of Famous Americans by Connie and Peter Roop.
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
