Lesson Plan Rationale or Understanding Goal:

1. Students will learn at what point in time and where the Star Spangled Banner originated.

2. Students will learn what is being done at the American Museum of History to preserve the original flag.

Background Information for Activity:

Students will read Chapter 6, Lesson 1, The American Flag and Other Symbols, Leadership Education I Textbook.

Objectives:

Students will see photos of the people and places connected to the origin of the Star Spangled Banner.
Purpose of Library of Congress Resources:

Photos provide evidence to support the historical account of the flag and song we know today as the Star Spangled Banner.

State Standard:  Air Force Junior ROTC curriculum not part of the state standard in Illinois.
Resources or Materials Needed:

1. The Star Spangled Banner, State-of-the Flag Report, 2001, Museum of American History, Smithsonian Institute

Methods:
