5. Offer an example assessment/assignment/project that would allow students to create, perform, illustrate, or share their understanding of a topic/theme after investigating the sources you chose?
a. The students would select an inventor and make a poster selling one of their inventions.
b. Using given materials students will create an invention of their own and explain what it would be used for.

c. Students would explain how it would run and how it would be marketed.  
i. As part of this they will develop a marketing plan which will include an estimate of cost and graph representing the cost of each material.

ii. Will take an interest survey.
