The students will be able to create a time line of historical events and/or people based upon their birthdays 
Objectives:
Students will search for historical people and or events that occurred on their birthday.

Students will create a timeline with fellow students based on the historical people and or events that occurred on their birthday events and
Purpose of Library of Congress Resource:

Methods:
Modeling Activity:
1. I am going to model to the students exactly what I want them to do.   I will first log on to loc.gov and click today in history; once I am there I will click archives and search my birthday.

3. I will explore with the students the important things that happened on my birthday such as the letter Walt Whitman wrote in response of Abraham Lincoln’s assassination. Etc…
4. I will then fill out the five w’s worksheet with the students about only event or person.
Student Activity:

1. Now the students will search for their own birthday by logging on to loc. gov
2. Next search their birthday.

3. Each student will find different documents for their own birthday and fill out the five w’s chart

4. Once each student has completed the five w’s chart as a class we will complete a timeline of event including the entire class birthday.
Formal Assessment:

On the graphic organizer the students will be graded on accuracy.  Each student’s graphic organizer will be different depending on if they found a person or event or document that happened on their birthday.  As long as everything is accurate they will get all of their points. Points will only be deducted if the information was not accurate.


On the timeline the students will be graded for having a picture of the place, event, document, or person and 1-2 sentences about the event, person, place or document.
