“Goodbye Welfare Queens, Hello Working Moms” 

Article examines way that race, gender and gendered racism have shaped US welfare policy, welfare discourse, and public opinion about welfare.

“Gender and the Public Opinion Survey”

I am examining ANES (American National Election Survey), GSS (General Social Survey), and Stowell (Media Market) survey data for gender bias and gender related assumptions commonly made by public opinion researchers .

DISSERTATION

“Sex, Race and Welfare,” Completed December 2005.
Is public opinion in the US hostile towards welfare because welfare recipients are presumed to be poor African American single mothers? This theory, that welfare is unpopular because it serves women the public considers morally suspect, is well established in feminist and welfare literature. But until now the theory has not been empirically tested with public opinion research.  My research examines data from four nationwide public opinion surveys: the American National Elections Survey (ANES); the General Social Survey (GSS); the “Poverty in America” survey conducted by National Public Radio, Kaiser Family Foundation and the Kennedy School of Government; and the “Race and Politics” survey conducted by the Survey Research Center at UC Berkeley. The data supports my theory: welfare is unpopular in the US because it is perceived to serve morally suspect women. A combination of opinions about race and gender play an important role in predicting opinions about welfare policy and welfare spending.
