All exams will be closed book, closed notes, no calculator.  There will be no make-up exams.  A missed, excused exam, with a documentable reason, will be replaced with the appropriate portion of the final exam (scaled to replace the missed exam).  
Final Exam:  The final exam is a comprehensive exam
Quizzes:  Several quizzes will be given throughout the semester.  You will be allowed to drop the 2 lowest quiz scores.  No make-up quizzes will be given.  If you miss a quiz, that will be the exam to be dropped at the end of the term.  Some will be announced beforehand, some will not be announced.  We will generally have quizzes at the beginning of class, so it’s important to arrive on time (no extra time will be given to finish the quiz if you arrive late.)  Quiz problems will resemble the homework problems.  I strongly recommend you keep up with the exercises.  We will spend time at the beginning of class covering any questions you may have about the suggested exercises.

Homework:  Homework will be assigned through a program called MathXL.  There is a link to this site on my homepage. You will need to come to my office to get your access code before you set up an account.  If you have used MathXL before, you will not need another code.
