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1.  Proposals are due to the Steering Committee (casprin@siue.edu) by February 15, 2010.  Include a short (less than 100 words) description, including the names of the presenters.  We hope to publish some of the best presentations in CAS’ new on-line journal.





2.  We are especially interested in encouraging student participation, both as audience and as presenters or joint presenters.  Please indicate in your proposal how many you think might be in attendance so we can plan accordingly.  





3.  As you prepare your proposal, please think carefully about the best way to present your ideas, for example, as panel presentations, posters, round table discussions, performances as well as more traditional scholarly papers.  Be sure to mention in your proposal what presentation format you would prefer and what equipment you might need.





4.  We encourage participants to think about evolution in the broad as well as narrow sense of the word and also in terms of its wide applicability.  A number of specific ideas and topics have been proposed so far.  We include them below, not to limit you in any way, but rather to suggest the wide range of possible topics we envision.
