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The US minority population has increased and minorities are expected to comprise 50% of the total population by 2050. In order to help meet the needs of this growing minority population, it is important to understand health disparities that must be overcome. Health disparities are population-specific differences in prevalence of diseases, utilization of services, access to healthcare and various barriers to optimal health. This platform presentation will provide the audience with an overview and implications of current health disparities of America, including racial, gender and financial disparities. Interventions by healthcare providers to help eliminate these disparities will also be explored.
