• Worden Elementary, Woodland Elementary, Cassens Elementary, and Columbus 

Elementary Schools 

 

Brief description of the nature of the research/creative activity? 

Students engaged in this experience will assist with research projects surrounding topics in 

school psychology, academic assessment, multi-tiered systems of support, and systems level 

consultation. Often students are involved in reviewing peer reviewed articles and writing 

literature reviews, assisting with data management, data coding, and learning more about data 

analysis. Students will primarily support Project AIMSS: Assisting with Implementation of 

Multi-tiered Systems of Support (MTSS) in School Settings. This project is assisting a local 

school district in developing problem solving processes, administering intervention procedures, 

and prevention measures to improve student success. 

Brief description of student responsibilities?  

Students will assist with, the Partnerships for Academic and Community Engagement (PACE) 

Scholars Program. This is a collaboration between Edwardsville School District 7 and the SIUE 

Attention and Behavior Clinic. We are working with 5th graders in the four intermediate schools 

in the district. PACE provides brief mathematics tutoring before or after school twice a week to 

help students build a strong foundation in math by providing personalized instruction and 

support. 

URCA Assistant positions are designed to provide students with research or creative 

activities experience. As such, there should be measurable, appropriate outcome goals. 

What exactly should your student(s) have learned by the end of this experience? 

    1) Students will learn organization skills, computer skills (i.e. Excel), and IRB procedures. 

    2) Students will learn how to complete detailed protocols, follow standardized guidelines for 

administration of a brief math intervention to 5th grade students. They will be provided 

appropriate feedback under supervision. 

    3) Students will learn how to score assessments and how to analyze assessment data using 

SPSS software. 

    4) Students will learn to conduct a literature search through appropriate content databases for 

peer reviewed articles and to write according to APA style by completing annotated 

bibliographies and a literature review.
