Exam Questions – week 6

1. Discuss the two types of sequencing strategies in Reigeluth’s Theory.

a. Topical – organize material by tasks and topics.  This will help the learner gain understanding or competence of the material presented.  The first topic and task should be mastered before moving on to the next topic/task.

b. Spiral – organize the material by topic but continue introducing new topics before the first one is mastered.  Spend additional time reviewing concepts while introducing new concepts.  Additional information is introduced about concepts at a later time than the original instruction.

2. What is the SCM that was introduced by Reigeluth?

Simplifying Conditions Method.  This is used to organize instruction in a simple to complex hierarchical sequence.  There are three phases:  prepare for analysis and design, identify the first learning episode, and identify the next learning episode.  This structure makes it easy to lay out topics in an organized fashion to improve learner retention and mastery of information.

3. What are the four categories in an ARCS model?

· Attention

· Relevance

· Confidence

· Satisfaction

4. What strategies will work for the challenge subsection in the ARCS model?

Provide multiple achievement levels that allow learners to set personal goals or standards of accomplishment, and performance opportunities that allow them to experience success. 

Allowing the learners to choose what they would like to explore during the course helps them focus on information relevant to their own experiences or areas that interest them.
Allowing learners to help specify the goals of the instruction gives them ownership and ensures that they will receive instruction that pertains to their own needs. 

Allowing learners to generate their own assessment criteria provides an opportunity for them to judge the quality of a "successful performance."
