Subject Area:  Social Studies

Level:  Grade 3

Lesson Summary

The students will be using the computer to learn about the Time Liner software by reviewing events in Illinois history.    To get the students involved in using Time Liner, they are going to create a time line of events in Illinois history, using the L is for Lincoln book as a resource.  By making a time line of these events, the students will learn how to use the software, insert graphics, labels, sounds, and use the slideshow feature.  This will prepare the students to create a time line of other events in Illinois history, if they choose that project.

Book:  L is for Lincoln

Books on Illinois

Learning Objectives and Computer Functions
This lesson uses behavioral objectives.

1. Students will learn how to use the Time Liner software, by creating a slide show presentation showing 5 chronological events in Illinois history.

A. Students will insert labels to explain the event in history.

B. Students will insert graphics to illustrate the event in history

C. Students will use the slide show function to create a presentation.

2. Students will review events in Illinois history by making a slide show.

A. Students will review the book, L is for Lincoln to pick out 5 events in Illinois history.

 Specify Problem
What if the principal wanted our class to create a presentation on the history of Illinois?  How can we prepare a creative way to present this information using the Time Liner software?  If we can only include 5 events, which ones do you think would be important to include in the presentation?  
Data Manipulation
Once the students have discovered which events they want to include in the slide show, they will begin inserting labels and graphics.  Beginning with the first chronological event, students will insert a label to describe the event and a graphic to illustrate the event.  They may insert sounds if they choose to.  Students will then do this for the following 4 events.  

Results Presentation
After students have a complete slide show with 5 events, graphics and labels, they will present their show to one other student in the class.   

Activities while at the computer:
Students will explore the Time Liner Software and learn how to insert labels and graphics.  After they have completed five events in history, they will learn how to present their product using the slide show presentation.

Activities prior to computer:
Before the students are ready for work at the computer, they need to decide what information they feel is important to include in the slide show.  They will review the book and the facts that they already know about Illinois, and pick five events to include.  Students will fill out the Think Sheet provided, describing their 5 events, before going to the computer. 

After using computer:
When the students are finished using the computer to create their slide show, they will present their show to one other student in the class.  This will prepare them for their final project presentation to the entire class. 

Supporting Activities:
Students will use books, newspapers and other resource materials to aid in adding detail to their slide show.  Students will have already read the book L is for Lincoln to provide background information.
Assessment:

Students will be graded on their slide show.  The grading rubric is attached.
